Phonics
N2 – (Pre-schoolers): 
Practise all the sounds learnt so far (letter sounds): s / a / t / p / i / n / m / d / g /o/c/k/ck/e/u using home-made flash cards.

Make a sun dial out of letters. Put a bottle top in the middle. Say the letter sound and your child moves the bottle top to the correct letter.

Using magnetic letters or you may want to buy some magnets from Amazon and write the graphemes we have learnt on them. Then on a baking tray make some words.

Using the link above, create a free account and access some of the e-picture books without words (book band – purple).  Encourage your child to talk about what they can see.  Can they make up a story using the pictures?  Model this for them if they find it difficult.  There are lots of e-books to enjoy together.  Most importantly they need to hear and become familiar with a wide range of stories and develop a love of books.   
Let’s start reading! 
Get some plastic milk bottles, yogurt pots or anything bottle like and write on them the sounds we have learnt so far. Then say either a sound or a CVC word. Can your child find the bottle or make the word by putting 3 bottles/cartons together?  You could add some water to the bottles so they are a bit sturdier. 

N1 – (younger nursery pupils)  
[image: See the source image]Singing nursery rhymes together is a big part of Phase 1 phonics and a great way to learn early phonics skills and develop language. Nursery rhymes are brilliant as they are short, snappy and rhythmic so children are much more likely to remember them and be able to repeat them. The 'Nursery Rhyme Effect' recognises that children who are exposed to stories and rhyme well before they go to School are much more likely to become more successful readers. 

Nursery rhyme sack: For this activity find one object that represents a nursery rhyme and place it into a bag e.g. a spoon for Hey diddle, diddle, or a sheep for Little Bo Peep. If you can’t find objects you could draw pictures instead. Your child picks an object and you sing the rhyme together. In order to extend this, you could miss out words and sentences for your child to repeat themselves, change words to try and trick them or make them funny, create actions for them or clap along together and keep a beat. Once you've finished the activity you can leave the bag out for your child to go back to and do independently. Have fun!
