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We have provided some guidelines for your child’s home learning.  We appreciate that this is a unique time which can be quite stressful and so would ask that children read daily, practise their phonics/spellings and complete the English and Maths tasks that have been set.  
There are also some suggestions for topic work & PE that they can do across the week if they are able.  Most importantly stay safe & look after each other.

	Maths 
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In year 2 we would like you to read daily for 15 minutes. You can do this in one go or split it up into smaller sessions. You can read to yourself, read to someone else or listen to someone else read.   

Reading Activities:
It is important to read a variety of different types of books, as this helps you to become a better reader. There is a Reading Challenge included at the bottom of this sheet for you to use over the next few weeks. Try to read some of the books that are suggested in the challenge (there is a section about library books, as we know it’s not possible to visit the library at the moment). We do not expect you to complete the reading challenge before the end of term, but try your best to read at least one book a week. Good luck!

Writing: 
Last week, you designed your own dragon based on The Dragon Machine story. This week, we would like you to create a fact file about your dragon. We have included two examples of templates that you may want to use for your fact file, although you may choose to use a computer to type up your work, or to design your own template.

Information that you can put into your fact file:
· name
· size
· habitat/ place that it lives
· things that the dragon likes to eat
· things that the dragon likes to do (Is it a good or naughty dragon? Does it like to cause mischief or help people?)
· a labelled picture of your dragon
· any other important information
