Please find below the home learning for this week. Science is a fun, practical one this week (potentially a bit messy and tasty too!) It does need some things possibly added to the weekly shop, so don’t worry if you can’t get the things you need.

	English 
	ICT and French 

	Last week in Science you explored and learnt more about the International Space Station and the recent space launch. We’ll be using this as the basis for our English this week.

Like last week, this is pretty simple but with lots of opportunities to try your own thing out.

Imagine you are an astronaut. Make some notes on what would you do? Where would you go? Why? What would you take with you? Why? Feel free to get a bit weird with it and let your imagination run wild! Who would you go with? Why?

You’re going to write at least 3 diary entries. Do more if you wish. The minimum you’ll write about is:
· Preparing for take off and during take off
· During the journey
· Landing and the new environment 

Planning. You don’t have to answer all of these in your diary. They’re just different options you may wish to mention.

Preparing for take off and during take off: How do you feel in the lead up? What would you like to accomplish (get done)? What did you say to your friends and family before you left? Any important messages? What was take-off like? What could you hear, feel, smell, taste....? What did it feel like moving from gravity to zero gravity? Did anything go wrong?! How did you deal with it?

During the journey: What can you see? Try to describe it really well. How does Earth look? Does it look like anything? Anything that has surprised you? Anything bad happen on the journey or unexpected? How did you deal with it? Any contact with extra-terrestrial life forms? How are you dealing with the other people on board? How is eating? Sleeping? Going to the toilet?!

Landing and the new environment:  What was landing like? Did it go well or not? Did any of your extra gadgets come in extra useful? Where have you landed? Why there? What is it like? Any aliens?! Friendly or not so friendly? How are you living and surviving? Are you missing anything? Why?

Reading

Remember to read with your parents as well! You could read to them, they could read to you or you could both read together at the same time!

This week we’re going to only do 2 lessons from White Rose Maths and then focus on some revision of basic key skills. This is really good to do regularly to make sure you don’t forget how to do key skills, as well as preparing you for using these skills next year.

Only do lessons 3 and 4 from White Rose for Week 9. These are on measurements and you should be able to do them.  https://whiterosemaths.com/homelearning/year-6/

Revision activity number 1:
Ask someone at home for a receipt (think food shop from Tesco – something that has different items on at different prices. If you can’t find one, there will be lots online you can find. You could also make up the numbers!)
· Choose 5 random items and add up the total cost. Do this with different items 3 times.
· Choose 2 random items and subtract one from another. Do this 5 times.
Try to do this for lots of different receipts you find.

Revision activity number 2:
Type in ‘random number generator’ in google. Set the minimum as 1000 and the maximum as 1000000 (one million.) If these numbers are too hard, reduce to make easier.
· Create a number and round to the nearest 10, 100, 1 000, 10 000, 100 000
· Create a number. Partition it. Do this 5 times.
· Set minimum to 1 and maximum 100. Create a number. How many factors does it have? What are they? (number that goes into it. Eg, Factors of 10 are 10, 5, 2 and 1.) Are there any prime numbers? What is a prime number?! Do this 10 times.

These activities (especially activity number 2) you could easily keep doing or try a little bit of every day. I bet you’ll get better! They are also easy to change or tweak to make it easier or harder – also find out more information about the numbers as you wish!


3) Keep going with those times tables! Do you know them in any order? Do you know the division facts? Do you know related facts? For example, if 4 x 8 = 32, what is 40 x 8? Or 4 x 0.8?

	Your Science from last week will really help your English this week – so make sure you use it!

An optional Science activity this week – creating space food! It does mean your parents may need to go and buy something for it if you don’t have any in the house – so if that is not possible please don’t worry about it!

We’re going to (try) to make our own space food!

You will need:
· Zip-lock bag, or a sandwich bag you can seal
· A powdered type of food (milk powder, baby formula, instant pudding mix....)
· Straw (optional)

Follow the instructions on the powdered food you are using. Add the powdered food into the bag. Add the required amount of water. Seal the bag. Mix it (a lot!). Make a small hole and use the straw to eat the contents (if you don’t have a straw then try pouring it into your mouth!)

Can you make any tasty 'meals’ this way?

You could also try with cornflakes, muesli, oats, porridge.......

Remember – it isn’t designed to be nice and tasty, but purely give you energy! Enjoy!
