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We have provided some guidelines for your child’s home learning.  We appreciate that this is a unique time which can be quite stressful and so would ask that children read daily, practise their phonics/spellings and complete the English and Maths tasks that have been set.  
There are also some suggestions for topic work & PE that they can do across the week if they are able.  Most importantly stay safe & look after each other.

	Reading
It is expected that you read daily. This could be reading to yourself, reading to someone, getting read to or taking it in turns.

Writing

This week we’re going to be writing a different type of piece.

You're going to pretend that you are a famous YouTuber. Your channel is really famous because you give weekly updates about how the space trip is going! You can use the space trip you wrote about last week as the basis for this. Also use your research you have done over the last few weeks. You may need to do some more about different things in space if you want to talk about them on your vlog.

What types of things would you as a youtuber speak about the space trip? What are the most entertaining parts? Funny parts? Disgusting parts? Make a list of up to 10 different things.

You now need to think about how you’ll introduce your channel. Will you have a catchphrase to say hello to your subscribers? You then need to write what you will say as the YouTuber (They actually do this!). Reporters don’t just turn on the video recorder, hit record and start talking randomly!

Write the script – using information you have made up about the space trip. You can use imagination and try different things here – the choice is yours over what you write / talk about.

When you have finished your script you could:
· Design your YouTube channel artwork
· Record yourself as this YouTuber vlogging about the space trip
· Feel free to send Mr Watson or Mr Hudson your script or vlog!

Times tables
Make sure to keep going through your times tables. They are vitally important math skills that you use across a range of different areas.

Your aim:
· Know them all up to 12 x 12
· Know them mentally, in any order
· Apply these skills to more areas. (7 x 3 = 21. So that means 21 divided by 3 = 7. If you know 7 x 3 = 21, you also know 7 x 0.3 = 2.1)
