What does your Mum look like?
What do butterfly babies look like?
Can you remember some of the animals they found?
Where did butterfly take little monkey?

The Paper Dolls by Julia Donaldson

The Paper Dolls tells the story of a little girl who cuts out a string of paper dolls with her Mother. She takes them by the hand and together they go on a fantastical adventure whirling through their home and garden.
Join in
When children become familiar with the story they could join in as you re read it with the paper dolls’ song and the words of the dinosaur, tiger and crocodile e.g. ‘I’m coming to crunch you!’
Talk about the story
Talk about the different dolls and the names for them, what might each of them be like?
Can you spot the butterfly slide on every page?
Talk about the boy cutting the dolls up. Why might another child (boy or girl) do something like that?
Talk about how the little girl might have felt at different points in the story
Share memories; what special things (toys, places, or people) do children remember or which nice things would they like to remember when they grow up? Talk about your own childhood memories. Did an adult teach you to make something special?

Make a large letter r and glue on rice to make a sensory r. 
Put playdough around the template.

Cover the paper with rice, flour or salt. Using a small paint brush can your child be an archaeologist and find the letter sounds then either match them to an identical piece of paper or write the letter for an extra challenge. Can they tell you something that starts with that letter?

Using the link above, create a free account and access some of the e-picture books without words (book band – Lilac).  Encourage your child to talk about what they can see.  Can they make up a story using the pictures?  Model this for them if they find it difficult.  There are lots of e-books to enjoy together.  Most importantly they need to hear and become familiar with a wide range of stories and develop a love of books.

Have these real and fake words written on small pieces of paper – rat, mat, pin, pan, pot, top, sit, tap,  lat, tup, pim, dat. Now make a crown and stick onto it only the real words. 

N1 – (younger nursery pupils)  
Read lots of books that rhyme.

 Saucepan Syllables [image: 🥁]

Phase 1 is designed to develop children's speaking and listening skills and provide a good foundation for later phonic work. It is divided into 7 aspects all of which prompt children to listen and explore the sounds around them. Children should start to orally blend and segment words.
This activity helps develop awareness of rhyme and rhythm. Draw some pictures of minibeasts on some paper with a varying amount of syllables such as (ant - 1, spider - 2, butterfly - 3, caterpillar - 4). You can choose pictures of whatever is of interest. It could be transport, zoo animals or dinosaurs. Your child picks a picture and taps out the syllables on the saucepan. Just a different way of clapping syllables and children love a saucepan drum. 
Leave the pan, spoon and pictures out so they can then continue independently or for as long as you can put up with a banging saucepan

Can you draw a family tree? Who is in your family? 

What jobs do your family do? What do you want to be when you grow up? Draw a picture of you doing that job.

Look at some photos of when you were a baby. How have you chamged? What can you do now that you could not do when you were a baby?
Find out everyone’s favourite song in your family. Listen to the song and make up a dance to it. Do you like the same songs? What is your favourite song?

[image: How to cut paper doll chains]Use a real location as a starting point for your adventure, just like in the book. Perhaps their adventure could start in your own bedroom at home – who or what will your paper dolls meet first? Where can they go and what challenges and obstacles will they meet on their adventure? Have a think about what toys, objects and equipment you have that they could interact with. How will your story end? You could try and make a little video on a phone.

Using a shoe box children can put in a few special things, objects, photographs and drawings. Decorate the box to make it look special with wrapping paper and label it ‘my memory box’. Encourage your child to tell another member of the family about their memory box and what is inside.

Use some magnets (like the ones from last weeks literacy) to work out different ways of making 6 : 3 + 3, 5 + 1 etc

Other maths activities 

 Can you find out how old everyone is in your family?

Draw around your family’s fingers. Can you count all their fingers altogether? Who has the biggest and smallest hands?

Have a family picnic. Lay out a blanket in the living room or garden. Can children make sure everyone has a plate, fork, spoon, cup? How many do we need all together? Give your child a selection of food and ask them to share it fairly between everyone? If there is one left over what could we do? 
Make a birthday card for the next family birthday-  How old are they going to be? Can they write the numerals to show the correct age? Write a message inside for your family member and sign it with your name. 
Play a family board game- Play a game together. Talk about taking it in turns and playing fairly. Dice games will support your child’s number recognition. You could use a spinner with numerals on to help develop numeral recognition. If you don’t have a spinner you could make one using an old cereal box and a split pin.
