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We have provided some guidelines for your child’s home learning.  We appreciate that these are stressful times for all involved. Where possible, please encourage your child to complete the learning outlined below. We appreciate that in some cases this may not be possible. Please try your best and don’t get too worried about it.  Most importantly stay safe and enjoy this time with your family.

	Geography / History / Topic 

	Please use the Oxford Owl website (link in the teacher’s email) or your own books and hear your child read every day. 

Lesson 1

Ask your child to think of a planet that they would like to learn more about. Once they have chosen a planet, help your child to research information about it using the internet and/or books. Please work with your child during the research process to help them to read and understand the information that they find. 
 
Here is a good website with information about all the planets: https://nineplanets.org/kids/ 
 
While researching the planet, jot down a few simple pieces of information. For example:
 
· Venus is the 2nd planet from the sun and is the hottest planet. 
· Venus is a rocky planet because it is made of rock. 
· Venus does not have a moon. 
· Venus is the brightest planet in the solar system. 
· One day on Venus lasts 243 Earth days because it spins very slowly. 
· Venus has mountains, valleys and volcanoes that spew lava. 

Lesson 2
 
Use the information gathered about their chosen planet to write up on a fun fact sheet. Perhaps they could include a title, such as ‘Fun Facts About Venus’. They could write their facts in bullet points or in a mini paragraph. Once they have done the written information, your child could draw and colour a picture of their planet to make their fact sheet look more attractive and informative. 
 
Lessons 3 and 4 
 
Repeat the process outlined in Lessons 1 and 2 so that your child researches another planet, using their research information to produce another fun fact sheet. 
 
If your child prefers, they could produce a large poster that includes all the 8 planets. They could draw and label each planet and write one or two pieces of information about them next to their picture. 
 
This week’s English learning is all about having fun through learning – having the freedom to find information in the public domain and using it to creatively present it as a fact sheet or poster. Enjoy!

If you go to the White Rose Maths website, there is a home learning link and a page for each year group. If you click on Year 1, there are five activities for the week – one activity per day. We are now on Summer Term Week 12 (w/c 13th July). 

Each day there is a video clip and a corresponding activity sheet. These sheets are no longer available on the White Rose Maths website but can be found on the home learning page on the HPS website. We suggest that you watch the video clip with your child, pausing it a various points so that you can explain and clarify certain concepts. You can watch this video clip as many times as you like. 

When completing the activity sheet, encourage your child to read the questions aloud to you, helping where necessary. Rather than your child just telling you the answer, ask them to explain their thinking. They can use some paper if they need to do any workings out. Alternatively, print the activity sheet if you have a printer. The answers are on a separate document, under the activity sheet.

	Use the uploaded Phonics Home Learning Schedule. We are now on Week 14. 
 
Monday/Tuesday – learn the ed- prefix. Talk about how it goes onto the end of a verb to make it past tense (already happened). For example: ‘I cooked lunch yesterday’.  Notice how the –ed suffix makes three sounds - /t/, /id/ and /d/. So, we don’t write ‘cookt’ but ‘cooked’. Practise spelling the –ed words on the phonics home learning schedule. 
 
Wednesday/Thursday – learn the –ing suffix. Talk about how it goes onto the end of a verb such as ‘I am helping daddy with lunch’ or ‘I was helping daddy with lunch’. Practise spelling the –ing words.
