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We have provided some guidelines for your child’s home learning. In year 2 we would like you to read daily for 15 minutes. You can do this in one go or split it up into smaller sessions. You can read to yourself, read to someone else or listen to someone else read.   

Reading Activities:
[bookmark: _GoBack]It is important to read a variety of different types of books, as this helps you to become a better reader. There is a Reading Challenge included at the bottom of this sheet for you to use over the next few weeks. Try to read some of the books that are suggested in the challenge. We do not expect you to complete the reading challenge before the end of term, but try your best to read at least one book a week. Good luck!

Writing: 
Last week, you created a fact file for your own dragon based on The Dragon Machine story. This week, we have something exciting to tell you. George from the story has written you all a letter! It is at the bottom of this sheet.
George needs some help to think of a new dragon machine that he can create. We would like you to help him by thinking of a new machine that he can make. 

Before you start, think carefully about the following things:
· Does your machine have a name?
· What can your machine do? (Does it make something, or do something?) Examples could be a rainbow making machine, a fairy dust machine, an ice cream machine or anything you like!
· What does your machine look like?
· Does your machine have something special on it/ inside it to help it to do its job?

Once you have thought about these things, draw and label your machine on the template provided. Remember to think carefully about your labels. Rather than writing “wings”, perhaps write “sparkly, see-through wings.”

Then you need to write a short piece of writing describing the machine. You could begin your writing by using the sentence starter:
My machine is a ……… machine.
